I work from zooming in on the iPad photo of the map area I want, and navigate from the iPad. It makes tiny map 
entries and roads easy to see and follow. See it once and you won't go back. It works way better than a magnifying 
glass. The stuff that is left out of the physically smaller and shorter, less-inclusive editions of the OED seem to leave 
out all the fun stuff, like historical literate varied quotations using the word to illustrate how different authors have 
used the word.
